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What kind of future do we want in Puget Sound? What  are the alternatives we have? The keynote address will explore these
issues and look at how we can influence the region' s future by our actions today. Dr. Ruckelshaus feel s that people are not
condemned by climate change if they thoughtfully de cide how to interact with the environment. She will  show how land use
can be coordinated with population growth and how n atural systems function through growth. 

Dr. Ruckelshaus joined NOAA Fisheries in 1997 as a research fisheries biologist. Prior to that, she wa s an assistant professor
in the Biology Department at Florida State Universi ty. In 2000, she became the team leader for the sal mon risk and
recovery science group in the Conservation Biology Division. Her research has focused on population an d evolutionary
dynamics of seagrasses, marine reserve design, and developing viability criteria for salmonids.

Dr. Ruckelshaus holds a BA in Human Biology from St anford University, an MS in Fisheries and a PhD in Botany from the
University of Washington.
